The District's FY23 projected enroliment is based on the actual number of registered students grades K-8 with consideration
of anticipated summer enrollment. Somerset historically experiences changes in student enrollment during the summer as a
result of new families relocating to Somerset or families moving out of the area. It is very difficult to predict enroliment by

schools early in the budget process.

The FY21-22 current enrollment included in this presentation is based on a snapshot as of February 4, 2022. Staffing

needs may be adjusted as late as August due to changes in enrollment which occurs during June through August.

Enrollment projections are used to guide administration when developing the Comprehensive FY22-23 Budget. Due to

COVID the district experienced a family's Homeschool enrollment. The FY23 Projected enroliment assumes some of those

student will return back to district.

The chart below is a breakdown of the FY2022-23 Preliminary Operating Budget. The operating budget as
presented represents a 4.46% increase in expenditures. The majority of the increase relate to salary and benefits
and fixed cost, Special Education support services and transportation. There is an 7.57 increase in new positions
request that total $390k. Special Education Out of District Tuition has decreaed by ($307k), with the use of addition
offset this line item is down by ($331k) compared to the FY22 approved budget. Consideration when developing the
budget included enroliment, increase cost for supplies, shipping and fuel for student tranporation fuel. The budget
includes the continuation of the 1:1 devices at the Middle Schools and Security upgrades in facilities and technology.
With the use of ESSER Federal Funds new chromebooks are being distrubted to the K-5 grades, replacing devices
that are at the end of thier useful life.
