Alternative Assessment - Somerset’s cost per student is $11,415 vs Statutory cost per student would be $11,494.

Since 2012, Berkley Operating Assessment has increased a total of $1,380,975. 2011-2021, Berkley’s cost per student (operating
and capital) has increased from $8000 to $11,786 or 47.3%.
